The Nuclear Decommissioning Authority (NDA) plan to publicly consult
on their new Strategy though the autumn of 2015. This will include issues
associated with the Sellafield Site.

The Ministry of Defence has recently been consulting on the location of
interim storage for intermediate radioactive waste. This consultation will
have closed before the commencement of Stage 1.

Copeland Borough Council has been consulting on the Site Allocations
Document for their Local Plan. This consultation will have closed before the
commencement of Stage 1.

Allerdale Borough Council has been consulting on the Site Allocations
Document for their Local Plan. This consultation will have closed before the
commencement of Stage 1.

Cumbria County Council is consulting on its Minerals and Waste Local Plan.
This consultation runs until May 11th 2015.

The Environment Agency is consulting on a permit to allow continued
disposal at the National Low Level Waste Repository. This is expected to
start around May 2015 and last for eight weeks.

National Grid has recently carried out an initial consultation on routes for new
infrastructure to strengthen its ability to transmit energy from the proposed
Moorside Project. This consultation finished at the end of November 2014,
we understand that further consultation will take place in 2016.

The Department of Energy and Climate Change (DECC) is developing
plans for consultation about the future location for a geological disposal
facility. Details of this process are not yet determined.

What happens to your response?

Comments submitted electronically via the ‘haveyoursay’ email address will trigger an automated
confirmation of receipt during consultation periods. All responses will be recorded, reviewed and
considered as part of the consultation process.

As this is a consultation exercise to support an application under the Planning Act 2008, responses
received will be made public, subject to data protection laws.

We will produce a Stage 1 - Interim Consultation Report anticipated in November 2015 that will
summarise the key points arising from the Stage 1 consultation. We will publish this on our website. We
will produce a consultation report in approximately May 2016 to accompany our Stage 2 consultation —
The Proposed Application Consultation, which will outline the responses that we've received and how
we have taken them into account in developing the Moorside Project.

Following the Stage 2 — Proposed Scheme Consultation, we will produce a Stage 2 - Interim Consultation
Report in late 2016, that will summarise the key points arising from the Stage 2 consultation. A final
consultation report will be submitted with the application for a DCO, explaining how responses from
each of our consultations have been taken into account in the development of our Moorside Project
proposals. Where we have not altered our proposals to reflect comme ill lain our reasoning.
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
